How did the recording of your debut LP
=The Principle Of Evil Made Flesh" go?

Is the end result to your satisfaction?.

_The recording of our debut album went
like clockwork,despite a few tense mom-
ents and fear of a stretched budget....
the end result is extremely satisfacto-
ry indeed:;a .very smooth clear producti -~
on but aggressive and emotional at the
same time.Highlights for myself person-
ally are definitely the orchestration
and keyboard parts which have the atmo-
sphere captured almost as a film score.
The overall sound is very heavy and ma-
jestic.

You have played many gigs in the U.K.
with bands such as Emperor and At The
gates.Do you have any plans to play
outside of the U.K.?.Would you consider
playing in Ireland?

-At the time of writing we have played
nearly 35 shows this year with various
bands....The live situation for us is
important drams;we thrive on the heavi+
ly charged atmospnhere that our gigs can
generate.That is why we have used fema-
le dominatrix,immobile gaurds and Sata-
nic ritual on stage,in order to upgrade
the density of the charge in order to
tap into it physically and emotionally.
